Accordingto U.S. Census Bureau estimates, Fort Worth's populationis 935,508. The City of Fort Worth has added more
than 194,000 persons between the 2010 Census base estimate and 2021, equating to 25% growth since 2010.

The City of Fort Worth is ranked 13th in the nation by population. At the current rate of population growth, Fort Worth

is projected to be home to approximately 1,000,000 people by 2027.
