Installs and troubleshoots traffic signals and streetlight circuits that are attached to
traffic signals.

Performs preventive maintenance which includes participating in the use, care,
repair, and operation of traffic signals and/or street lighting circuits attached to
signals.

Installs and maintains electronic and traffic signal equipment such as audible
pedestrian button, wireless communication, 210 and 2018 conflict monitors, etc.

Tests, diagnoses and maintains various electronic equipment related to traffic
signals and communications.

Trains assigned employees in their areas of work including safety methods,
procedures and techniques.

Reads and understands blueprints specifically related to the installation of traffic
signals systems.

Handles secondary electrical feed that power traffic signals on metal or wood poles.

Controls pedestrians and traffic while installing signals and/or lighting using cones
and barricades.

Performs data entry of daily work ticket assignments into the ITSM system and/or
other computer software.

Ensures adherence to safe work practices and procedures.
Operates bucket truck to repair malfunctioning traffic signals.
Provides on-call and emergency call back duty.

Performs other duties as required.

Possession of or ability to obtain IMSA (International Municipal Signal Association) Traffic
Signal Technician Level 1 certificate within 12 months of hire date.
