SUBJECT: Fort Worth Sales Tax Trends and Peer City Comparison

The following is a budget response elaborating on City of Fort Worth sales tax collections in recent years

and comparable trends in peer cities.

The table below shows annual sales tax collections for the City of Fort Worth (total sales tax collections
including Crime Control and Prevention District), other major Texas cities, and many cities across the Fort
Worth-Dallas Metroplex. Sales tax growth varies significantly across cities, even within the metroplex.

For the five largest cities in Texas, the following table illustrates sales tax collections for the eight-year period
of 2015-2022 as a percentage of 2015 revenue. Fort Worth leads growth among all cities for most of
the duration, though accelerated growth in Austin during FY2022 puts it slightly ahead of Fort Worth for
total growth over the period.
